         THE CHECK-IN PERSON WILL BE LOCATED IN PARKING LOT BY THE RAMP. WE WILL 

BE LOOKING FOR LATE BOATS SO NO NEED TO CHECK IN WITH US. 
YOU MAY WEIGH FROM WATER OR TRAILER YOUR BOAT SECURE YOU’RE CATCH AND 

THEN PROCEED TO THE WEIGH-IN AREA.  You Must Use your own Weigh Bag only if you do 

not have one, we have some throw away bags.  You Should Fill Your Bag as Full As Possible 

With Live Well Water and Proceed To The Weigh-In Area.  
A COURTESY STATION HAS BEEN PROVIDED FOR BUMPING YOUR FISH please check your 

board to ours. We will not accept excuses that yours are different.  
DUMP YOUR LIVEWELL WATER IN THE GARBAGE CAN Then Proceed Immediately to The  
Dip Tank Line and Re-Fill Your Bag, Moving Down the Line Until You’ve Reached the Bump 

Master – DUMP YOUR BAG WATER AND HAND HIM THE BAG WITH YOUR FISH.  
YOU WILL DISPOSE OF YOUR OWN DEAD FISH!

1. WE WILL NOT TOLERATE UNSPORTSMAN LIKE CONDUCT. Don’t do unto others 

that you would not want done to you.   

2. Remember the lake has no-wake areas please adhere and do not pass anyone in a 

no-wake zone and don’t push it hard where you are leaving big waves. If a competitor 

get you on camera doing so you could be dq’d. 

3. If you see a violation get a pic or video with your phone and file a protest. We 

can’t do anything without a protest being filed. 

4. We have really noticed a difference at most lakes last year with the non-

penetrating cull systems you have been using. The fish are in great shape compared 

to previous years. For the most part very we are seeing very few holes in their 

mouths!!!!!   

5. Remember any OMBTT run events do not allow a-rigs. 

6. You must wear a life jacket anytime your boat is above no wake (Running fast or 

on pad) It is your choice on jackets when running in the no wake zones. 

7. We have a OMBTT event at Rocky Fork on 09/12 with openings.
